HARD RED SPRING

e Harvest Progress: The 2020 HRS harvest is all but complete with less than 4% of the crop remaining, well ahead of last
year’s pace.

e Wheat Data: This week’s data come from about 94% of expected samples. Average protein dropped slightly to 14.4%
(12% mb), equal to last year’s final average. Test weight held steady at 61.6 Ib/bu (81.0 kg/hl), higher than last year’s
final average. Falling number average is 394 seconds and indicates a sound crop to date. Average vitreous kernel
content held steady at 63%, making the current average grade as U.S. No. 1 Northern Spring (1 NS).

NORTHERN DURUM

e Harvest Progress: The northern durum harvest is 91% complete in North Dakota and 85% in Montana, well ahead of
last year.

e Wheat Data: About 70% of samples have been collected and tested with minimal to no change in data this week.
Protein content is holding steady at 13.7% (12% mb). The low moisture content (10.8%) and high falling Number (424
sec) reflect dry conditions across the growing region. The overall grade remains U.S. No. 1 Hard Amber Durum (HAD).
