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Hard Red Winter

The 2019 HRW harvest progressed to 91% complete in South Dakota, 80% in Montana, 79% in
Washington, 96% in Oregon, 71% in Idaho and 90% in Wyoming. Harvest in Montana and Washington
remains slow as precipitation and cooler temperatures have prevailed. Based on industry reports from
Montana, however, test weight is holding steady, yields are very good, and proteins are varied but
averaging 11.5% to 12% (12% mb).

No new samples were delivered this week; however, partial test results from previous samples show
minimal changes in data. The crop remains U.S. No. 1 HRW with test weight holding steady at 60.4 Ib/bu
(79.5 kg/hl). Thousand kernel weight has decreased 0.3 g this week to 32.4. Falling number increased
slightly to 381 seconds. Overall averages were unchanged this week, including protein at 11.2%.
Additional samples from Washington, Oregon, Idaho and Montana are in transit to the lab.

There are now 80 composites made from the 408 individual samples. Preliminary laboratory and baking
analysis indicate that farinograph absorption, peak time and stability are all lower than industry targets.
However, loaf volume continues to be very encouraging and is above the industry quality target.

Hard Red Spring

Scattered rainfall and high humidity continue to slow harvest progress in the HRS growing region. As of
August 11, USDA estimated 16% of the U.S. spring wheat crop has been harvested, well behind last year
at the same time and the 5-year average. Based on industry reports from North Dakota, protein levels are
ranging from 13% to 15% (12% mb) and yields have been equal to or lower than last year. Crop ratings



remain stable with 70% of the spring wheat crop rated good to excellent. Assuming dry conditions,
harvest progress and sample collection should pick up over the next two weeks.

Soft White

The Pacific Northwest SW harvest made progress last week with favorable harvest conditions across the
growing region. As of August 18, USDA estimates winter planted soft wheat harvest 91% complete in
Oregon, 69% in Washington and 60% in Idaho, behind last year and the 5-year average.

There are an additional 106 soft white samples this week, 62% of which are from Washington State.
Composite weighted averages indicate good test weight at 61.6 Ib/bu (81.1 kg/hl), down from 61.6 Ib/bu
(81.1 kg/hl) last week; moisture content remains at 9.8%; low protein at 10.0% (12% mb). Falling number
value at 306 seconds, is down from 312 seconds last week.

Spring soft wheat harvest is 50% complete in Oregon, 25% in Washington and 27% in Idaho.

Durum

Unfavorable weather conditions have slowed harvest progress for the northern durum crop with 7%
harvested in North Dakota and 13% in Montana, well behind last year at the same time and the 5-year
average. Crop ratings have dropped slightly this week with 72% of the northern durum crop rated good to
excellent.
