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Hard Red Winter

The HRW harvest is 100% complete in Texas, Oklahoma and Kansas, 94% in Colorado, 75% in
Nebraska, 31% in South Dakota and 5% in Wyoming. Test cutting is underway in Montana with
good yields reported. In the Pacific Northwest, harvest is 33% complete in Washington, 48% in

Oregon and 23% in Idaho.

This report now includes 290 samples out of an expected 500 representing Texas, Oklahoma,

Kansas, Colorado and Nebraska. There are minimal changes in overall testing averages, with

test weight remaining steady at 60.3 Ib/bu (79.3 kg/hl) average. Protein levels dropped slightly

to 11.2% (12% mb). Falling number and 1000 kernel weight held steady at 380 sec and 32.5 g,
respectively.

This will be the final report for the 2019 SRW harvest. Values in this report have not been
weighted by the estimated production in the 18 sample collection areas.

Final samples did not alter the cumulative grade factor averages. The test weight average is
57.9 Ib/bu (76.2 kg/hl) and the average grade is US No. 3 SRW. The overall DON average of
1.05 ppm is higher than last year but less than the 5-year average of 1.3 ppm. This year's DON
average for East Coast Tributary supplies is 0.42 ppm, while the Gulf Port average is 1.37 ppm.

The overall average laboratory milling yield is 67.1%, down slightly from 67.9% last year. Flour
ash at 0.444% (14% mb) is also slightly below last year’s 0.468%, with no regional differences.
Farinograph absorption at 52.6% is equal to last year’s average; the Gulf Port average is 52.8%
and the East Coast is 52.2%. Bake volume of 710 cc is slightly less than last year's 732 cc. The
Alveograph has a shorter L value this year of 80 compared to 96 in 2018 while the W value is
virtually unchanged at 79 compared to last year’s 81. The cookie W/T ratio (width/thickness) is
10.6, an increase over 9.28 in 2018.

The HRS crop condition ratings
are slightly down from last week with 73% rated good to excellent.

Hot, dry conditions are pushing the Pacific Northwest SW harvest forward. As of July 29, USDA
estimates wheat harvest 33% complete in Oregon, 19% in Washington and 6% in Idaho.

The first 11 samples (from north central Oregon) arrived at the lab this week. The weighted
average indicates good test weight at 61.1 Ib/bu (80.3 kg/hl), low moisture content at 10.7%, low
protein at 10.5% (12% mb), and sound falling number value at 315 sec. Due to the limited
sample size caution should be used when analyzing this week’s data.

Spring wheat harvest is 8% complete in Oregon and 2% in Washington.
