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Hard Red Winter
The 2016 HRW harvest progressed rapidly this week in the southern Great Plains due to 
favorable weather conditions.  However, limited areas of Texas and southwest Oklahoma are 
still experiencing muddy fields and high humidity restricting cutting in those isolated areas.  
Harvest is 27% complete in Texas and 28% complete in Oklahoma.  Kansas is just now starting 
to get into full swing with less than 1% harvested.  Harvesting is underway from central Texas to 
southern Kansas and continues to move north and west very quickly and should continue to do 
so if the warm dry weather continues.

Reported test weights of 61.5-63.0 lbs/bu (80.9-82.8 kg/hl) are common in almost all areas.  
Yields continue to be impressive from Oklahoma northward into Kansas with 30-50 bu/ac 
(2.0-3.4 tons/ha) widely reported.  There has been limited sprout damage reported in isolated 
areas; however, sprout damage has not been an issue for most producers or elevators.  Initial 
protein reports from most locations, while variable, are mostly averaging slightly above or below 
11%.

The first samples have been sent to the lab for evaluation, and preliminary wheat data should 
be available for next week's report.

Soft Red Winter
Rains and wet fields have continued to hamper harvest activity across the entire SRW growing 
region.  Harvesting is just now underway in Arkansas and Kentucky, and some early data 
should be available at this time next week.  The East Coast states have had rain much of the 
week with some locations reporting up to 3 inches (7 cm).  Across the Midwest portion of the 
growing area, temperatures this week trended above normal in each of the states, and elevators 
in Kentucky started to receive some deliveries on Thursday. 

Wheat diseases, especially rust, continue to be a concern due to the wet conditions.  The latest 
USDA report has rated the SRW states’ crop conditions at better than 50% good to excellent 
with the exception of North Carolina at 38%.
