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Hard Red Winter

The 2017 HRW wheat harvest was slowed or completely stopped during the first part of the week with
cooler temperatures and rain showers extending north from central Texas across southwest Oklahoma.
However, harvest in most of this area is still a week or more ahead of normal harvest dates and resumed
late week. While the overall harvested percentage in Texas is now at 20%, cutting in the area from
central Texas extending northward to approximately 50 miles south of the Oklahoma border is now more
than 75% complete. Yields in this area are still being reported in a range from 20 bu/ac to 40 bu/ac (1.3
tons/ha — 2.7 tons/ha) with test weights ranging from 59 Ib/bu to 65 Ib/bu (77.6 kg/hl — 85.4 kg/hl).

The first 14 samples of an expected 530 are now in the lab and initial testing has begun. The first few
samples have very good test weights averaging 61.6 Ib/bu (81.0 kg/hl). Dockage and shrunken and
broken are 0.9% and 1.2%, respectively, which are higher at this point than last year’s overall of 0.6%
and 0.8%. Average protein is 10.6%. However, this is a very small number of early samples. TKW and
FN were not available at this writing.

Generally dry weather is forecast over the next week for areas of Texas and southern Oklahoma now
ready to harvest. That coupled with temperatures forecast to increase to the upper 80’s into the 90’s in
that same region should be conducive to harvest moving into full swing in southwestern Oklahoma and
starting to wind down in central Texas over the next week.

The SRW harvest has just starting in Arkansas and Alabama and sample collection is anticipated to start
next week. Rains have continued throughout the Midwest growing region with warmer than normal
temperatures this past few days.

The latest USDA report indicates just 44% of the crop in Illinois rated good to excellent, Kentucky at 51%,
while Ohio is 81%. Missouri, Indiana, Arkansas, North Carolina, Virginia and Tennessee are rated good
to excellent in the mid 60’s, and Alabama and Maryland are at about 75%.
