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Hard Red Winter
The 2017 hard red winter (HRW) wheat harvest is in full swing in a portion of south central Kansas.  
Mostly dry conditions allowed harvest to move northward beyond the Kansas/Oklahoma state line this 
week.  Harvest is a few days away in far northwest Oklahoma and far northwest Texas.  High humidity 
and rain showers have kept combines out of fields in these areas. 

Harvest in Texas is now 74% complete.  Central and north central parts of the state are almost complete, 
and harvest is in full swing in the southern areas of northwest Texas.  

Harvest in Oklahoma is now 68% complete.  Harvest is in full swing in northern Oklahoma, rapidly 
winding down in central Oklahoma and is complete in the southern half of Oklahoma.  Reported test 
weights continue to be above 60 lbs/bu (78.9 kg/hl) even with scattered rain over the past week.  

There are now 93 samples in the lab representing a very limited area of Texas, Oklahoma and extreme 
south central Kansas.  Average protein remains at 10.8% this week.  Average test weight decreased by 
0.3 lbs this week to 60.6 lb/bu from 60.9 lb/bu (79.7 kg/hl from 80.1 kg/hl).  The decline may be attributed 
to rain showers over the past week.  The average 1000 kernel weight (TKW) on a limited number of 
samples dropped this week to 29.8 g from 30.3 g last week, but still exceeds the five-year average of 
29.1 g.  The average FN of 362 indicates sound wheat.

Soft Red Winter
The harvest progressed across the SRW region this week.  Sample collection has been completed in 
Arkansas, Kentucky and southern North Carolina, and samples are arriving to the lab from Missouri, 
Illinois, Indiana and Virginia.  Samples from Alabama and Tennessee and possibly Maryland are 
expected next week. 

States are reporting anywhere from 10% to 70% harvest completion.  Many local elevators are reporting 
they are already done with harvest due to the decrease in acres planted this year.  Harvest in Maryland, 
Ohio and northern Indiana has not yet started.

An additional 48 samples have been analyzed this week, with little change in the cumulative data other 
than moisture.  Compared to the final data from 2016, early average results show an increase of just 
0.4% in protein with no change in falling number value or TKW.  Test weight across the entire sampling 
area is averaging 58.4 lb/bu with a range of 54.5 lb/bu to 62.4 lb/bu.  There have been some isolated 
falling number values below 300 seconds, but 267 is the lowest analyzed thus far.
